Joy in His Presence 

Sometimes, even though we believe and trust in the Word of God, we can get 

discouraged.  We can get weary and burdened.  In these moments, it is difficult to “feel” 

joyful.   

“You will show me the path of life; In Your presence is fullness of joy; At Your right hand 

are pleasures forevermore.” Psalm 16:11 

Joy, like love, is not a feeling.  In many ways, it is a choosing.  Yet, in the choosing, the 

Lord is good and faithful to meet that choice with fulfillment.   

“…Do not sorrow, for the joy of the Lord is your strength.”  Nehemiah 8:10b 

The Lord called me deeper into His presence this week.
