The Battle 

We, as Believers, are in the midst of a great spiritual battle each and every day.  

Ephesians 6:12 assumes that we are actively engaged in wrestling, struggling against, 

and withstanding the devil’s efforts against Almighty God, His Kingdom, and His 

children.  

 

“10Finally, my brethren, be strong in the Lord and in the power of His might.  
11Put on the whole armor of God, that you may be able to stand against the wiles of 

the devil. 12For we do not wrestle against flesh and blood, but against principalities, 

against powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this age, against spiritual hosts of 

wickedness in the heavenly places.  13Therefore take up the whole armor of God, that 

you may be able to withstand in the evil day, and having done all, to stand.  14Stand 

therefore, having girded your waist with truth, having put on the breastplate of 

righteousness, 15and having shod your feet with the preparation of the gospel of peace; 
16above all, taking the shield of faith with which you will be able to quench all the fiery 

darts of the wicked one.  17And take the helmet of salvation, and the sword of the 

Spirit, which is the word of God; 18praying always with all prayer and supplication in 

the Spirit, being watchful to this end with all perseverance and supplication for all the 

saints—”  Ephesians 6:10 -18 

 

The whole armor is essential, but the importance of the shield of faith has been 

confirmed this week multiple times.  With the shield of faith, we are able to quench, that 



is fully extinguish, ALL the fiery darts of the wicked one.  Our faith is not confidence in 

faith, it is confidence in the One in whom our faith is placed.  In these times, we must 

never forget that the Lord has equipped us with a foolproof defense weapon - I believe 

we are to ask for more faith.
