The Holy Spirit has lit hearts on fire at the Asbury revival in Kentucky and it is spreading to other 

colleges, universities, and even other states as we know. It is both, profound as it is prophetic. 

In fact, Bob Jones gave word that the billion-soul harvest would start after the KC Chiefs won 

the Superbowl.
