Changing of the Seasons 

 

As I was praying about this week’s prayer focus for us as watchmen for our state, I heard two things:  

1. Trust ME, 2, Persevere 

As we left summer behind and entered Fall 2023, we will continue to see very distinct change in our 

world. Oftentimes when we notice a change in our world such as the fall of a country like the Ukraine and 

ours along with it but, morally- it will change us too.  

God is showing us that changes that occur in the earth, be it, politically, economically, morally, and 

geographically, etc.- will become more frequent and even more dramatic.

We will become stronger in our faith, more resilient and far more courageous. Our perspective is no 

longer producing questions such as, “When will this end?” but, “What is the Lord saying to me and what is 

He asking of me?”  

 

We too have entered a new season with the Lord. Our trust is growing so much that fear is not a factor in 

our decision making for the Lord. We are developing a trust in the Lord where we say what Job says in 

Job 13:15, “ Though he slay me, yet will I trust in him: but I will maintain mine own ways before him,” How 

amazing how the Holy Spirit has transformed us, prepared us this past season, for the one we have 

entered.

2. Pray about whom you are to share what the Lord has done for you. I believe we are being asked 

to come alongside other watchmen that have lost their will to keep watch because of this past 

season. 

3. Pray for strength and wisdom to persevere in trusting the Lord in this new season so we don’t quit 

from being weary. We will see many personal victories and corporate ones too.  



4. Pray our faith increases to ask for the impossible- as we stand. The stakes are high and we serve 

the Lord on high- so ask Him for the impossible to be done in your life and for the body of Christ. 

The world will notice and run to our Savior. No one else has better answers.
